April 17, 2007

Minutes

The meeting began with acceptance of the Minutes of 3/20/07.

Cori will report at the 5/15/07 meeting on the budget.

Frank reported as Liaison for the Family Section to the ACR Conference. He spoke with Debra Dupree of the Workplace Section about collaborating again this year. Although Workplace shares our positive feelings about past collaboration and desire to combine our efforts again, it may not be possible due to the ACR Conference Committee’s interest in creating a Committee with representatives from all Sections to plan a social event for Friday evening, October 26, 2007. Frank will volunteer for that Committee and will stay in touch with the Workplace Section. Frank e-mailed Crevon Tarrance, Co-Chair of the ACR Conference Planning Committee indicating the Family Section’s interest in the following things: 1) a room for our lunchtime meeting with Section members, 2) a table with the Exhibitors, 3) possibly a room set aside during the conference for Family Section members (depending on cost), 4) ribbons, if possible, for Family Section Advisory Council members, and 5) possibly a lunchtime area to discuss how to become an Advanced Practitioner and obtain training approval. Frank was asked to look into the possibility of a sign-up sheet for consultation while attending the conference.

Frank reported that the Diversity Committee has awarded a grant from the Rudy and Denise van Daalen Wetters Mediation Training Scholarship Fund and is in the process of updating the Bibliography: Cross Cultural Negotiation and Mediation

Information. Frank was asked about a fundraiser at the ACR Conference and will take this question to the Diversity Committee.

Frank reported that the Publications Committee will be drafting information regarding Family Section news for ACResolution magazine (up to 200 words). Mary Ann suggested including an expanded definition of Family Mediation and Russell suggested  directing members to take a survey of how many of each type of mediation they do. Frank will take this to the Publications Committee. Also, Frank will get information from Don about his being mentioned in People magazine.

Russell was asked to contact Duane and change information on the web-site regarding brochures. The Training Committee was asked to look into doing some teleconferences.

All Advisory Council members who do not have a picture and/or bio on the web-site should get those things to Russell immediately.

Russell and Clarence spoke about the Unauthorized Practice of Law Fund and Grant for Training. It was suggested this should be promoted so that all members are aware of it.

Russell reported the results of an e-mail survey to the members on preferences for our conference location in July of 2008 (prospective dates: 7/16-7/20). The Advisory Council voted to hold the conference in one of the two sites in Utah.
