The City of Eugene has developed a new leaf-program web site that will make it easier for cyclists to
report problems with leaves in bike lanes and also to know which bike routes recently have been swept.
To use the new online service, go to www.eugene-or.gov/leaf. To report problems with leaves in bike
lanes, go to the tab or button marked “bike lane service request” and fill out the easy-to-use, map-based
form. The information is fed into the Public Works maintenance management system so crews can
quickly evaluate and respond to problems. The tab marked “priority bike lane cleaning history” shows



where priority bike lanes have been cleaned in the past several days.

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Title 1 program

Every fall, winter and spring Eugene 4j School District administers a reading and math test to each of
our students. We now have the results from the fall tests, so if you are interested in seeing those, please
talk to your child’s teacher. If a student scores below the 30tk or 20tk percentile she/he may be
recommmended by the building team to receive instructional interventions in reading and/or math with
their progress monitored. If your child will be receiving additional reading or math instruction, the Title
I coordinator will notify you.

Teachers have likely
shared this data with you during recent teacher/parent conferences. If you are not aware of how your
child did on this round of assessments, ask your teacher(s) for this information.
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Playground Supervision Issue

Last week, we ran the School’s playground supervision procedures in the Village Voice for your
information. There is mention in the procedures of a ratio of one supervising adult to every 20 children
as required for optimum safety. It was pointed out that such a ratio is simply not possible given the
level of staffing here at the school. As things stand, there is one teacher for every 25 students during
any recess. Here is a great volunteer opportunity. We welcome parents to our playgrounds, especially
during the lunch recess which lasts about 30 minutes. Grades 1 - 4 are out for lunch recess at 12:15 to
12:45. Grades 5 - 8 have recess between 12:45 and 1:15. Please contact Ashleigh Baumgartner in the
school office for more information.
